2012 “Get Reel” Tournament Trail Rules

ELIGIBILTY:

Participation in the tournaments will be by paid entry.  Anyone, whose entry has been received and approved and is a current member of the “Get Reel” Tournament Trail and having paid the appropriate by 1 hour prior to launch, may be eligible to fish.  “Get Reel” Tournament Trail reserves the right to refuse any entry’s received without showing cause.  Anglers under the age of 18 must fish with a parent or guardian and releasing liability to the “Get Reel” Tournament Trail and said sponsors.

MEMBERSHIP, ENTRY FEES:

Each team will pay a membership fee of Fifty ($50) dollars that is due prior to the start of the first event.  Entry fees will be one hundred & twenty five ($125) dollars per event, in addition to the one time membership fee.  Pre-paid team will draw for a starting position at registration the morning of the event.  Teams paid in full for the year, will have the option of drawing twice.  There will be a field limit of 50 boats.  In the event of a cancellation, the team may move their entry fee to the next event, other than at the last event.  At the last event, the cancelled teams entry is forfeited to the Championship payout. There may be up to five additional boats per tournament for tournament staff.

BLAST OFFS:

Will be done by the numbers draw and will be called out by a designated start boat at each event.  All boats must pass within 15 feet of the start boat for boat inspection.  Live-wells must be open and running, Life vest must be on and fastened properly with the kill switch attached.  Teams are not to pull their kill switch as they pass the launch boat but must hold it up demonstrating that it is connected to the drivers vest.  In the event of not doing so, a team may be asked to return to the back of the line.  At no time during an event, may a boat pass or overtake another boat in a “no wake” zone.

YEARLY POINTS:

Points will be awarded on a (20) point drop down system.  100 point system will be used for event scoring and will descend by one point per place.  Example: 1st place - 100, 2nd - 99, 3rd - 98, ect.  Teams not weighing in a fish will receive 20 points less than the last team to weigh in a catch.  The top 50% of the average field will be eligible to compete in the Year End Championship.  The “Team Of The Year” will be awarded the next seasons entry fees paid by a sponsor.

OFF - LIMITS:

There will be no off limits Period!  Teams are required to be off the events lake by 12:00 A.M. the morning before the event.  Any lake “Off Limits” will be announced the morning of the event.

SAFETY:

Safe boating conduct must be observed at all times.  Each contestant is required to wear an approved personal floatation device (PFD), anytime the combustion engine is operating in gear.  All boats are required to have a working “Kill Switch” and it must be attached to the person operating the engine at all times.  Alcoholic beverages and drugs are strictly prohibited.

SPORTSMANSHIP:

All contestants are required to follow the highest degree of sportsmanship.  Sportsmanship violations are totally under the discretion of the tournament staff.

ALTERNATES:

An alternate may fish in place of one, or both of the regular team members provided that they pay the membership fee of $50.  A team may use up to (2) alternates per year but not at the championship event.

CHAMPIONSHIP:

Teams must compete in a minimum of 4 yearly events.  The top 50% of the average field for the year will be eligible to compete in the championship.  There will be a mandatory meeting the evening before the start of the championship.  Location of meeting to be announced.

BUY - INS:

Teams may buy-in for one event during the year.  The minimum points will be awarded to the team that buys in.  The buy-in price for an event will be $150.

LIMIT or CREEL:

The tournament limit shall be seven (7) fish, twelve (12) inches in length or greater, unless other specified by the state’s legal limit.  Only largemouth, smallmouth, or spotted bass are eligible for weigh in.  A “Courtesy Board” will be available at each event.  Fish must be bumped with the mouth closed and tail pinched.

FISHING METHODS:

All fish must be caught in a conventional angling manner, utilizing no more than one rod, 8-feet or less in length, which must be in hand contact at the time of the catch.  Rods longer than 8’ must be okayed by tournament committee, many used for “Floating Fly” techniques.  Only artificial lures may be used, pork trailers being the only exception to this rule.  Trolling or Strolling with the trolling motor is strictly prohibited.  Anglers MAY NOT leave their boat for any reason, unless contact with tournament committee has been made okayed.

OFFICIAL WEIGH-BAG:

The tournament officials will provide weigh-in bags.  No other weigh-in bags will be permitted!  Anyone using their own bag “may be” disqualified for the event.

BIG BASS:

Competitors may choose up to (2) bass to be weighed in for Big Bass Award.  Dead fish will not be permitted to be weighed in for Big Bass Award.  In the event of a tie for Big Bass, prizes will be split between the two teams..

LATE PENALTY:

One pound per minute after the designated end time, up to five minutes, after which the competitor/s will be automatically disqualified.

DEAD/SHORT FISH:

Dead fish will result in an (8) ounce penalty.  Short fish will be accessed a (1) pound penalty.  The culling of a dead fish is prohibited.  Teams may cull anytime during the day, except for at the weigh-in site or in the parking lot.

50 YARD RULE:

No team may fish within 50 yards of another competitor that is anchored with the trolling motor in the stowed position.  Teams using an anchor device such as a Talon or Power Pole may not deploy the device while another boat is approaching to help guard a hole.  Discretion will be up to the tournament staff.

TIES:

Will be broken by: first, total live fish weighed; second, total fish weighed; third, big bass.

BREAKDOWNS:

Teams may choose to double-up with another team in order to bring their catch to the scale.  One member may stay with the vessel until it can be retrieved.

INSURANCE / LIABILITY:

Each boater, as a condition of participating in these events, shall carry a minimum of $300,000 in liability insurance.  Participants will also agree to hold everyone associated with these events harmless in case of injury or death.

TOURNAMENT COMMITTEE:

A committee of your peers will be appointed at each event.  Boat numbers 2, 4, and 6 at each event will be named as the tournament committee.  If one of the three teams designated are in question, then boat number 8 will take the position of said team.

INCENTIVE AWARDS:

Teams must use, own, or display any or all products named under the incentive programs to be eligible.  MinnKota owners have unit installed and/or be using the MinnKota product during the event.  Humminbird owners must have unit installed and/or be using the product during the event.  Dobyns Rod owners must have a rod in the boat and/or using it during the event.  Warrior Baits decal must be displayed on the boat being used for the event.  Boat Boys decal must be displayed on the boat being used for the event.
